A non-refundable deposit of $75/child per session is due with the ap-
plication.

The deposit will be applied to tuition. The remaining tuition is due
by May 1st. Cost includes program, supervision, lunch and snacks.

If your income is below $35,000, you may request a Scholarship/
Discount form from our office. Gwynn Valley offers a limited amount
of financial assistance for Day Camp. This is based on the income of
the home where the camper resides.

REGISTRATION: A non-refundable deposit of $75/child per
session must be sent with the application and Health Form to reserve
a space. Early registration is recommended to ensure session avail-
ability. The balance is due by May 1st. Tuition is refundable any
time before May 1st except for the deposit. No refund will be made
for late entrance or early withdrawal, except when caused by serious
illness; in this case, the loss will be shared equally by the parent and
the camp. Cancellations must be received in written form.

vard, NC; approximately 6 miles from downtown Brevard. For de-
tailed directions see web site: www.gwynnvalley.com.

OPEN HOUSE: Your child and family are invited to meet the
staff and tour the grounds at 4:30 PM on the Sunday before your
child’s session. The open house is a good opportunity to familiarize
your child with a new place before dropping him/her off on the first
day. This is also a good time to set up a car pool. We will mail
specific information about the Open House two weeks be-
fore your child’s session.

o sweater, fleece or sweatshirt (it can get chilly)

o white t-shirt or other item for tie-dyeing or printing

side and carry our “cabin” with us. This means that we need to be
prepared for all weather. We get rain many afternoons and will
continue with activities as long as the weather allows.
